Travel around Baltimore City:

Taxi or take the free Charm City Circulator, which links downtown area neighborhoods and other cultural points:  www.CharmCityCirculator.com .  This runs to midnight on Saturday; only to 8 p.m. Sunday and weekdays.  Good for daytime and to get to a location at night. You will need to walk or take a taxi to return to your hotel.
The Orange Route (east-west along Pratt Street):

Pratt Street outside the Hilton to the Inner Harbor, National Aquarium, Little Italy, and Harbor East (walking distance to Fells Point).

For the Monday night dinner at McCormick and Schmicks, you can take the Circulator to STOP 223 on Pratt Street or STOP 224 (shorter walk) on President Street.  You will need to walk or take taxis back to your hotels.

The Purple Route (north-south) 
North:  Historic Mount Vernon (Washington Monument; Walters Art Museum (free); beautiful architectural square; Center Stage and Everyman Theater for plays; Charles Theater for independent movies; and Penn Station (MARC and Amtrak) 
South to Federal Hill. You can stop at the Maryland Science Center, walk to Federal Hill Park for a great view of the Inner Harbor and City or to the American Visionary Arts Museum for “outsider art”; or stop by the Cross Street Market for good food (oysters anyone?) and beer.  There are plenty of restaurants and bars at night.  For those in town on Saturday night, check out Spencer Horsman and his comedy magic show at the Ilusions Bar and Theater in Federal Hill:  http://illusionsmagicbar.com/index.php.
Light Rail:  You can take the light rail (Pratt and Howard Street) or walk north on Howard Street to the Lexington Market (daytime) for crabcakes at Faidley’s or other food delights.

Water Taxi:  If the weather is good, you also may want to take the Water Taxi to locations around the Inner Harbor, including Harbor East, Fells Point  and Fort McHenry (daytime), where the Star-Spangled Banner was written )pretty park area on water):  http://www.baltimorewatertaxi.com/ticket-options.php.  
Restaurants:
Check out the variety of restaurants on Open Table or Urban Spoon.  In addition to restaurants in the Inner Harbor Pavilions, there are lots of bars and restaurants in the Federal Hill, Little Italy, Harbor East and Fells Point neighborhoods.  I would check those out.

Most of the great places for crabs are outside the downtown areas, but if you really want crabs (Bal’more style) or crabcakes, you can check out Phillip’s (Stops 222 or 223) at the Power Plant.
Some suggestions:
Tapas:  Mezze (Greek); Adela (Spanish); Pazo – Fells Point

Fish:  Black Olive (higher cost, but fantastic fish) – Fells Point

Mama’s on the Half Shell – O’Donnell Square (need taxi) near Fell’s Point – seafood; crabs; raw bar (there are plenty of other restaurants and bars on the square)

Brewer’s Art in Mt. Vernon

Chingiale (Wine Bar and Osteria) – Harbor East

Ouzo Bay (Greek) – Harbor East – just opened but getting good press

Bagby Pizza – Harbor East

Ra –shushi – Harbor East

Waterfront Kitchen – Fell’s Point – haven’t been here yet, but great location on water; good reviews

Talara – Latin bistro (with seviche and small plates) – Harbor East

Check out the menus online for prices – most of these are going to be in the “3” range except for pizza or the tapas places.  There are plenty of burger, bar food, sports bars, in Federal Hill and Fells Point.

Music:

You can check out local music venues at www.citypaper.com.

Downtown:  Ram’s Head Live and Soundstage; 8X10 in Federal Hill; and plenty of music bars in Fell’s Point. Paula’s son’s band, Noble Animals, is playing at Joe Squared at 11:30 p.m. on Saturday, but she is likely the only one to show up for that one.
